Compulsory Rules For Students

No outsider is allowed to enter the college without proper permission. Students have tobe
in proper uniform during the whole academic session. The Uniform of the college is white
Kameez (Below the knees), white Salwar and white Dupatta (plain) and Black Swe aterin
winter.

Unlawful assembly of students in the college is prohibited. Writing on the w: is or
pasting posters is a grave offence.

Ragging in any form, on or off the college Campus, including the hostel, is a serious
offence and the students involved in ragging shall be severely punished (As per Supreme
Court Ruling).

It has been impressed upon by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India that if any incident of
ragging comes to the notice of the authority, the concerned student shall be given liberty
to explain and if his/her explanation is not found satisfactory, the authority would expel
him/her from the Institution.

Mobile Phones are strictly prohibited in the college campus for the students. Stern action
will be taken against the students resorting to unfair means in the examination.

A student desirous of withdrawing her name from the college rolls should submit an
application countersigned by the parents/guardian of the student.

Every student, on being admitted shall be issued an identity eard which she has to carry

A new identity card is not ordinarily issued, However, after proper verification, a
duplicate leard can be issued against a payment of Re. 100/, Identity card must be

Kvaluation System

The college does not conduct any examination on its own. Semester examinations are
conducted by the University of Jammu. However, during the academic session, the
college continuously assesses students as per university regulations. 20% of marks in

each theory paper and 50% marks in practicals are allotted for internal assessment. The
evaluation of marksis detailed below:

Record of Attendance

A student needs to attend a minimum of 75% lectures delivered during the academic
session, both in theory as well as in practicals to be eligible to appear in the University

examination. However, in case of practicals a student must have compulsorily attended a
minimum of 15 irreducible practical sessions.

A maximum of 5 marks in Internal assessment will be allotted for regularity of
attendance in practicals. The marks shall be awarded as per the following scale.
